             Bassmaster Tip 
The way to achieve accuracy with spincasting  
tackle is to use both hands and, during the casting 
motion (assuming you’re right-handed), allow the 
outgoing line  to flow across  the tip of your left 
forefinger.  Feather the line, and increase upward 
pressure with the left forefinger to put your bait or 
lure right where you want it. 

On the Lighter Side 
Amazingly simple home/fishing remedies 

Avoid cutting yourself when filleting fish  by getting 
someone else to hold the fish while you filet. 
 
For high blood pressure sufferers: simply cut yourself and 
bleed for a few minutes, thus reducing the pressure in your 
veins.  Remember to use a timer.
